THE AHMEDABAD crime
branch arrested a 42-year-old
man for the murder of two
women earlier this month in a
village following analtercation
over chopping wood from an
agricultural farm.

According to police, the ac-
cused, identified as Rohit
Chunara, is a resident of
Daskroi's Bhuvaldi village in
Ahmedabad. "He has a per-
verted mentality towards
women," said Assistant
Commissioner of Police
Bharat Patel.

Chunara, a native of Bavla's
Kavitha village in Ahmedabad,
works as an agricultural
laboureronaplotownedbyone
Kalpesh Patel in Bhuvaldi. The
accused resided on the farm
withhiswife anda child.

The owner had instructed
Chunara to not let anyone cut
wood near the farm. However,
the two women—Mangiben
Thakor,62,andGitabenThakor,

48—used to cutwood from the
grazing land nearby. The ac-
cused,who knewbothwomen
for the past one year, warned
themagainstcuttingthewood.
He had even fought with
the women over this about a
month ago.

However, on February 3 af-
ternoon,heheardsomeonecut-
ting wood near the Khari river
on the grazing land and found
itwasGitaben.

He demanded a "relation-
ship" with her in exchange for
cutting the wood. In response,
Gitaben said shewould inform
everyone in the village about
Chunara's "inappropriate
comments.

An angered Chunara, killed
Gitabenwith a sharp object by
slitting her throat. The accused
also killed Mangiben, who
was present nearby, in the
sameway.

"We are investigating if the
accused has any criminal his-
tory. Since the case was regis-
tered in the Kanbha police sta-
tion, theaccusedwillbehanded
overtothem,"saidBharatPatel.
